Reusable Foodware Ordinance

The Marin County Reusable Foodware Ordinance (RFO) is
set to go into effect in November 2023. The ordinance bans
~ the use of single-use plastic foodware in food service
businesses in unincorporated Marin County and in the cities
and towns that have pledged to our initiative. Businesses are
encouraged to use compostable or reusable foodware
instead. The RFO is expected to reduce single-use plastic
pollution in Marin County and businesses that have already
~switched to reusable foodware have seen a number of
= benefits, including reduced costs, increased customer
satisfaction, and improved environmental impact.

And remember: When you visit local businesses that are complying with the RFO, please
show them your appreciation for their efforts in adopting sustainable practices. A kind word
of encouragement can inspire others to follow their lead and contribute to the cause. We
wish you a summer filled with sunshine, laughter, and good times.
